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QUANTICO, Va., Feb 11, 2014 - Special Agents from the U.S. Army Criminal Investigation Command are continuing the investigation into Sunday’s death of Specialist Ian Patrick Morgan, who was assigned to Fort Sam Houston.

The Soldier was discovered outside and adjacent to the bottom of a barracks stairwell by fellow Soldiers and was transported to the San Antonio Military Medical Center where he was pronounced dead.  The deceased had attended a party earlier in the evening.

Although a final determination has not been made and the investigation is continuing, early indications are the death was the result of an accidental fall and all available evidence to date, to include available autopsy results, are consistent with those findings. 

“At this point in the investigation, we do not suspect foul play and see no signs of foul play, although we have not completely ruled it out in order to conduct a complete and thorough investigation,” said Chris Grey, the spokesperson for Army CID.  

Officials from CID will not make a final determination concerning the death until a very rigorous and detailed investigation is conducted, all physical and testimonial evidence is examined, and all possible leads are exhausted.  At this point, CID does not believe there is any threat to the local community. No further information is being released at this time to protect the integrity of the ongoing investigative process.
