Officials Confirm SPC Megan Touma’s Manner of Death

Fort Belvoir, VA, July 11, 2008 – The U.S. Army Criminal Investigation Command, commonly known as CID, in conjunction with the Fayetteville, N.C. Police Department, today announced the official manner of death as homicide in the death of Specialist Megan Touma.

The announcement comes after a second autopsy, requested by Army CID and the Fayetteville Police Department, was conducted by the Armed Forces Institute of Pathology http://www.afip.org/.
Specialist Touma’s body was discovered in a Fayetteville, N.C. hotel room June 21, 2008.

For investigative reasons, the cause of death is not being released by law enforcement officials at this time.
U.S. Army CID Special Agents are conducting a joint investigation with the Fayetteville Police Department into the death of Touma.
